The Los Angeles County Student Poll-
worker Program provides high school 
students with an exciting opportunity to 
serve as pollworkers on Election Day!  
 

Responsibilities include:  
 

• Setting up/opening polling 
place 

• Processing voters 
• Closing the polling place 
• Counting ballots

1. Students 16 years or older 
2. U.S. Citizen (Sorry, under 

CA. law Permanent                        
Residents are not eligible) 

3. Good academic standing 
4. G.P.A. of 2.5 or greater 
5. Must have teacher and     

parental consent
